
Jesus is showing us that he is a different kind 
of King.  He is helping and serving others and 
not expecting them to serve him.

How can we be more like Jesus?  
Can you help others?  All of us can do 
something to help those around us.  
For example:
Could you make your bed in the morning 
without being asked?  
Could you clear your dishes from the table?
Could you read a story to your brother or 
sister?

What ideas do you have for helping others?

At the end of the story, Jesus shares 
bread and wine with his friends the 
disciples.  He tells them that the bread 
is his body and they should eat it.  He 
says that the wine is his blood and they 
should drink it.  It has been a long time 
since we have been together in church 
to share communion together.  

If you think back to the last time we 
celebrated communion, you might 
remember that we say the same things 
about the bread and grape juice (wine) 
that we share.  When we have 
communion, we do it to remember the 
last supper that Jesus had and to 
remember Jesus.  
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
